Dear Petda Member,

With fuel purchase costs at all time high, dealers have repeatedly asked for a 2-
3 day check float from Petron Corporation. These requests have been declined
as it, too, has a similar problem, such that if we are paying more for the 14-20
KL truck loads, Petron also pays more for the VLCC's (very large crude car-
riers).

To assist the dealers, PETDA Board, with the help of Petron Treasurer, Ms.
Rose Eijan Santos, made representations with BPI Family Savings Bank for
short-term financing for our working capital requirements. BPI FSB is offering
us a REVOLVING PROMISSORY NOTE LINE (RPNL) up to a maximum
of P5 million at an indicative interest rate of 9.25%. This is similar to what Shell
has asked Standard Chartered Bank to offer their dealers.

The RPNL  is really a credit line where you can avail only the amount you
need. You may want to pay the whole amount after a few days in which case it
could be useful as revolving fund to pay for fuel deliveries.

Kindly note that processing of loan applications will only begin upon submission
of bank requirements.

There is a saying that goes "Great opportunities
to help others seldom come, but small ones sur-
round us everyday!"
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It was Bali or bust for my friend Bernarda and I! So after we eagerly packed for our ten days stay,
     we decided to find lodgings in Ubud (about 45 minutes ride from Denpasar Airport), the center
of art activity in Bali. Kuta was more for beach combers who love to party and stay out late nights.

Since the natives are of Malay origin with their Bahasa dialect having many Filipino words, we
settled well and felt right at home. Nick's Home Stay is clean and comfortable for $10/night that
includes a healthy breakfast of tea or coffee with fresh fruits and buttered bread.  This was for a
room with two beds, toilet and bath with hot water in a duplex cottage setting. 'Home stay' meant
staying within their family compound. Every compound contains a family temple at every entrance
and endowed with lovely well-tended gardens at the center.

Like the rest of Bali, each compound is a beehive of some kind of family enter-
prise -- it could be a batik shop, ikat weaving, silver making, cloth dying or a
restaurant.

We easily blended into the family set-up especially when my knees became sore
on the first day after a long walk. A hilot was called to tend to me right away.
With my knee steeped in BenGay overnight and wrapped in proper bandages,
we ventured into town the next day with me using a make-shift bed post as a
cane (Tungkad it's called).  When Mr. Nick the owner of Nick's Cottages saw
this, he immediately sent me a decent cane made of coconut wood which I used-
ala Bianca Jagger style--- till the end of my stay.

During our first night in Ubud, we were curious participants of a film showing con dinner of organic food hosted by the
BaliSpirit Restaurant.  This was a preview of a documentary by adventurer Laurence Blair titled 'Myths, Magic and Mon-
sters' soon to be shown on Animal Planet Channel. He held captive a group of ex-pats that seemed, to me at least, to dominate
that kind of community set-up.

Other evenings we spent watching
stage performances at the Royal
Palace that showed excerpts from
Ramayana and Mahabharata tale.
Here they danced their traditional
Legong or their Ke Cak, a show of
dancing men screaming 'ke chak' in
rhythm from beginning to end.

Every other morning, we took short
visits to the neighboring villages of
Ubud.  Car rentals vary from 200-
300 Rupiah (P500/100,000) depending on how long the trip is.  Everything in Ubud is negotiable- even taxi fares. Our first visit
was to Celok -the silver smithing district.  The small shops turned out to offer better buys for tourists than the big factories
where bargaining can be tedious and unpleasant.

A TRIP TO BALI

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Worth seeing is the Gunung Batur Volcano known for its beautiful sunrise.
The younger set would dare trek in the early morning just to catch the sun-
rise. The others would just enjoy  the vista and a meal at numerous restau-
rants around the ridge, like our very own Tagaytay.

One interesting sidelight was when we visited the different 5-star accommo-
dations that had been featured in design books like  the Four Season's Resort,
Amandari Resort, Royal Pita Maha Resort and Como Shambala Estate where
the basic attraction is the natural breathtaking view of the mountain enhanced
by the sprawling architecture.  All worthy of the fee they charge (range of
US$500-$2000+ a day) depending on the quality of services rendered. A spa
may offer yoga, ayurvedic medicine consultation and individual cleansing
program. The comfort of Paradise is indeed costly these days.

For us, Nick's Home Stay became our Paradise. Here, we hear the birds
chirping and children's laughter in the yard every morning, their cries during
baths and the occasional giggle of your neighbor in the adjoining room at
night. Gheckos croak nightly in staccato rhythm that lull one to sleep.  Break-
fast is served at a small patio facing the other duplex rooms.

In between our sightseeing days, we decided to look into courses offered
for half a day like Batik Making, Cooking, Balinese Dancing and Silver
Jewelry making.  We opted to try the silver jewelry class. So there we were
--- grinding, drilling and heating silver for half a day.  I was happy with the
fish pendant I designed myself while Bernarda did her interpretation of the
calachuchi flower.

If you like art, museums and galleries abound everywhere. Check the Blanco Museum at  Raya Ubud St.- very interesting, or
the Arman Museum in Pengosekan Road for contemporary and traditional art, or the Neka Museum in Sanggingan Road.

Excellent food is found everywhere. Many foreigners who owned restaurants offer a fusion of culinary delights bringing
together certain native dishes and the sophisticated European cuisine.  This successful venture has made regular restaurants

(Warong) infinitely interesting.  Their local version of our lechon is called Babi
Guleng but our version appears more sinfully appetizing.  To die for is the
Bebek Betutu.  The best we tried was at Nick's Pension.  We had to order it a
day before and it came with some chopped vegetables of beans and spiced
kamansi.

If you do decide one day to take a trip to Ubud, Bali do not hesitate to get in
touch with Yande Budiyasa, manager of Nick's homestay at yande@nickshotels-
ubud.com or call (0361) 975526.  For trips to the outskirts, everything can be
arranged and negotiated --- that's Bali for you.

JEOPARDY ASSESSMENT
A Jeopardy Assessment is a tax assessment made by an
authorized RO without the benefit of complete or partial au-
dit, in light of the RO's belief that the assessment  and collec-
tion of deficiency tax will be jeopardized by delay caused by
the Taxpayer's failure to:
• Present his books of accounts and other pertinent

records , or
• Substantiate all or any of the deductions, exemptions or

credits claimed in his return.
In order to avoid the issuance of a Jeopardy Assessment, a
taxpayer may request for more time to present his docu-
ments by executing a Waiver of the Statute of Limitations.
This is a signed statement whereby the Taxpayer conveys
his agreement  to extend the period within which the Bureau
may validly issue an assessment for deficiency taxes. If a
taxpayer opts to execute such Waiver, he shall likewise be, in
effect, waiving his right to invoke the defense of prescription
for assessments issued after the prescribed period.
An assessment must be made within three(3) years from the
last day prescribed by law for the filing of the tax return for
the tax that is being subjected to assessment or from the day
the return was filed, if filed late. However, in cases involving
tax fraud, the Bureau has ten(10) years from the date of
discovery of the fraud to make the assessment.
Any assessments issued after the applicable period are
deemed to have been prescribed, and can no longer be col-
lected from the Taxpayer, unless the Taxpayer has previ-
ously executed a Waiver of the Statute of Limitations.

NOTICE FOR INFORMAL CONFERENCE/ASSESS-
MENTS
The notice for informal conference is a written notice in-
forming a Taxpayer that the findings of the audit conducted
indicate that additional taxes or deficiency assessments have
to be paid. The taxpayer shall then have fifteen (15) days
from the date of his receipt of the notice to explain his side.
The Pre-Assessment Notice (PAN) informs a taxpayer be-
ing audited of the findings of the Revenue Officer. This is
issued by  the Regional Assessment division following re-
view of those findings. If the taxpayer disagrees with the
findings stated in the PAN, he shall then have fifteen (15)

days from his receipt of the notice to file a written reply
contesting the proposed assessment.
The protest must be filed in writing and addressed to the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue containing the following
information , complying with the conditions required by Sec 6
of Revenue Regulations No. 23.
The PAN shall not be required in any of the following cases,
in which case, issuance of the formal assessment notice for
the payment of the taxpayer's deficiency tax liability shall be
sufficient.
• When the finding for any deficiency tax is the result of

mathematical error in the computation of the tax appear-
ing on the tax return filed , or

• When a discrepancy has been determined between the
tax withheld and the amount actually remitted by the with-
holding agent.

• When a taxpayer who opted to claim a refund or tax
credit of excess creditable withholding tax for a taxable
period was determined to have carried over and auto-
matically applied the same amount claimed against the
estimated tax liabilities for the taxable quarter or quar-
ters of the succeeding taxable year

• When the excise tax due on exciseable articles has not
been paid

• When an article locally purchased or imported by an ex-
empt person has been sold, traded or transferred to non-
exempt persons.

A Notice of Assessment is a declaration of deficiency taxes
issued to a Taxpayer who fails to respond to a Pre-Assess-
ment Notice within the prescribed period of time, or whose
reply to the PAN was found to be without merit. The Notice
of Assessment shall inform the Taxpayer of this fact, and
that the report of investigation submitted by the RO conduct-
ing the Audit shall be given due course.
The formal Letter of Demand calling for payment of the
taxpayer's deficiency tax shall state the facts, the law, rules
and regulations, or jurisprudence on which the assessment is
based, otherwise, the formal letter of demand and the notice
of assessment shall be void.

HOW TO HANDLE TAX AUDIT
PART II
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Three years ago, on an ordinary day, while going  through their
everyday routine, Bong and Margaret Pizarro passed  by a

signboard at the corner of  Kamias Road and Kalayaan Avenue in
Quezon City. The signboard called for applicants for a Petron Ser-
vice  Station that was under construction at that very  site.  It
seemed that this was the answer to their search for a stable busi-
ness to invest their extra funds in addition to their already existing
furniture and cabinet manufacturing business. Margaret called
Petron the next day to inquire on the details of the ad and unfortu-
nately, she was told that the service station had just been awarded
a few days before. They consoled themselves that maybe this was
not meant for them.
Then a few months ago, on what seemed to be just  another ordi-
nary day, they passed by a signboard  along the Katipunan Avenue
in White Plains area, very  similar to the one they saw three years
ago. It was another Petron Service Station under construction  and
in need of a dealer. Their interest was instantly rekindled because
the site was close to  home and would be ideal in terms of manage-
ment and  supervision. So, again, Margaret called Petron and  this
time she got a very encouraging reply from no  less than Metro
Manila Reseller Manager, Mr. Pablo H. Espiritu. They were given
two days to complete their documentary requirements and submit
their application.  Aware of the stiff competition from other equally
qualified applicants, they went through the selection process with
high hopes, at the same time, they were also prepared to be de-
clined.
Bong and Margaret were finally chosen as dealer of  the Katipunan
Avenue/White Plains Service Station  and they believe it was be-
cause among the other applicants, they were most willing to attend
the Dealer  Management Course (DMC) together, inspite of the
very short  notice given and even without the assurance of getting
the dealership.
This commitment and determination to be worthy Petron dealers
was reinforced again when Bong topped his Dealer Management
Course Class. Prior to his interest to be a Petron Dealer, Bong was,
and still is, the Chairman of the Board of a family owned Rural Bank
with 5 branches based in the Province of Bataan, in addition to his
being a certified Electrical Engineer. His very charming and sup-
portive wife, Margaret is just as accomplished being a Doctor of
Dental Medicine. Considering their comfortable background, one
can imagine the effort and discipline for them  to wake up extra early
everyday, to travel from  their home at Xavierville, Quezon City to
the  Training School in San Marcelino, Manila, to be on  time for
their 8 o'clock in the morning classes.  That is how determined they
were in pursuing their dealership goals.
Petron Station in White Plains, Katipunan opened on October 2,
2007 and it has since been a most  challenging month and a half of
operations. They  have had to make major life style adjustments: to
assure 24/7 monitoring of operations, Bong has opted  to sleep at
his service station, sacrificing being  away from family and home, at

least in the meantime  that his operations is still undergoing fine
tuning.  This early, he has already encountered cash conversion of
spurious credit card sales by dishonest cashiers.
Bong has had his share of frustrations and fulfillments. His station
is located exactly across  a Shell station and it pains him to see
customers  already in front of his pump leaving just because  Petron
has no Ferrari model matchbox cars promo. At the same time he is
very proud to say that the  only two Ferrari cars of White Plains
residents are  his regular customers, using our Petron Blaze. His
service station is the hub of many high-end European  cars of the
surrounding villages, with Petron as  their brand of choice.  He
derives fulfillment in simple complements, like  from a customer
whom he assisted for air in his  tires and was so appreciative that it
was the dealer  himself giving him extra service.
Bong is well versed on the quality of our  products, and it is under-
standable why he is  frustrated when  potential customers literally
drive  away from his station to cross over to his  competitor's
station because our XCS 95% octane  rating is more expensive by
P0.20 than what  customers perceive to be its equivalent, but which
in fact is only 93% in octane rating.
He has realized that everyday presents new  challenges, and an
effective dealer must be ready to  address these different chal-
lenges with confidence.  His very young station is still going through
birthing pains and he is all there to see it  through.
I asked Bong and Margaret, why Petron, to which  they  replied that
after many conversations and  observations with classmates, friends
and fraternity  brods involved with other major oil industry  play-
ers, they believe that all things  considered,  Petron is the better
option.    As a final question, I asked Bong and Margaret  what is
their immediate goal for their service  station to which Bong readily
replied "Customer  Satisfaction". They are obviously focused on
this  and with this mantra, how could they not do well,  success is
practically guaranteed. Bong and  Margaret, the New Kids On The
Block, is precisely  the kind of dealers that Petron needs to stay
ahead  and to stay on top.
Welcome to the group!

BONG & MARGARET PIZARRO OF
WHITE PLAINS, QUEZON CITY
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In a meeting with Sales Development in Petron Makati
last August 9, 2007, the PETDA Board reiterated the

need for management to review dealers' margins, in view of
the continuing increases in petroleum products and the im-
pending increases in minimum wage in all regional wage
boards.
While Petron still holds the numero uno position in the
Reseller Market, major competitors have made adjustments
in order to be able to  pay minimum wage. This is a threat to
us as they are able to hire better people. If we don't pay
better wages, we may end up lagging behind in service, not
to mention being hounded by labor officials from time to
time.
Jojo Manlangit agreed to study several small, medium and
big stations to gather relevant data for presentation to Petron
management. Many service stations have reported that

Petron Sales Development staff  have indeed gone to their
stations for this purpose.
Annually, we have formalized requests for Petron to con-
sider a percentage-based margin rather than the current ab-
solute peso per liter. With the approval of the NCR Board
of new minimum wages in September this year, we cited the
need for a fifty centavo (P0.50) increase in NCR to enable
dealers to pay the recently approved minimum wages. The
increases required for other regions will depend on what
the regional wage boards decide.
Last October 20, 2007,  Petron granted an increase of 5
centavos per liter nationwide. Some dealers made the
tongue-in-cheek remark that it seems Petron misplaced
the zero-- so that the P0.50 we requested became P0.05!
We are still hoping Petron management will give further
adjustments.
